Mayor Sjoblom called the meeting to order and welcomed those in attendance.

Councilman Winsor asked about page 1 of the December budget to actual. He stated there is a
revenue stream identified for ambulance service of $100,000. He asked if there is revenue
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source coming into the city. Dave Larson, City Manager, explained there have been challenges
with getting that item in place. He said they are currently working on that.

Councilman Hyer moved to approve the consent agenda with the amendments to the
minutes of 19 January 2019 meeting and 22 January 2019 meeting. Councilman Winsor
seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom called for the vote. Council Members Halverson,
Hyer, Petty, Taylor, and Winsor voted yes. The motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Mayor Sjoblom said anyone who would like to participate in public
comment may come to the pulpit, state name and address, and keep comments to three minutes.
There was no public comment.

Restoration Advisory Board Presentation on Operable Units'in South Weber City

Mayor Sjoblom stated Dr. Chuck Holbert presented historical data at a recent Restoration
Advisory Board and Councilman Halverson and Dave Larson, City Manager, felt the information
would be beneficial for the entire City Council.

Shannon Smith, of Hill Air Force Base, stated this presentation doesn’t include everything from
the RAB meeting. She stated this is a step in the process of producing the plume maps and what
is in the packet shouldn’t be used as a plume map. She introduced Peifen Tamashiro who is new
to HAFB.

Dr. Holbert stated the presentation overview will include: purpose of creating plume maps,
typical plume behavior, plume mapping methodology, and plume map comparisons. He stated
plume maps are created to help visualize and see patterns or find anomalies, evaluate plume
stability (assess whether a plume is stable, decreasing, or increasing), estimate values in between
points sampled, uses as a tool to help understand impacts to human health and environment
(identify potential areas of vapor intrusion and predict areas where contaminated groundwater
may be surfacing.

Dr. Holbert discussed typical plume behavior which is as follows:
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Typical Plume Behavior
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Dr. Holbert discussed the plume mapping methodology and stated the data used in the mapping
consisted of : data collected at each site and stored in the U.S. Air Force’s database, the
maximum value for each year at each monitoring.location, and co-located monitoring locations
(the wells with the highest concentrations was used). He then reviewed the computer generated
plumes in which over 200 individual plume maps were generated to show plume behavior over
time, a consistent monitoring well network was utilized for each site and plume, and maps based
on computer evaluation of the data without refinement based on profession judgement.
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Dr. Holbert identified the location of Operable Units in South Weber City.

Dr. Holbert stated there is a slide for each Operable Unit that shows the beginning concentration
and the concentration later on. He stated each dot represents a monitoring well. Councilman
Winsor asked if the data considers groundwater changes. Dr. Holbert said it did not and we
haven’t seen a seasonality of that due to groundwater changes. He said we have seen monitoring
wells going dry. Councilman Winsor asked if they looked at vertical contamination. Dr. Holbert
said we don’t see much of a vertical migration. Dr. Holbert tried to run.the computer animation
of the plumes, but after a period of time, he didn’t get it to work.
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Dr. Holbert stated in conclusion the natural variability is observed over a short duration.
Variability is based on quarterly or semi-annual monitoring and is typically attributable to short-
term variability rather than long-term changes in contaminant concentrations. He stated over a
long duration, the measured concentrations at each operable unit indicate reductions in the mass
of contamination dissolved in the groundwater and reductions in the extent of contamination,
both in the core (high concentration areas) and at the boundaries (low concentration areas) of the
plumes.

Barry Burton asked about the hot spot treatments. Dr. Holbert explained there is natural bacteria
in the subsurface that will degrade the contaminants and sometimes they are not as active as you
like so what they will do is inject a food source (food grade oil) that the bugs thrive on. He said
there are a lot of different things they can put in the subsurface to-degrade the contaminants but
the emulsified oil sticks around to the oil and degrades slowly over time.

Mayor Sjoblom stated Dr. Holbert showed the concentrations and the blue was the least
concentrated area, and then the yellow. She asked what someone would have to do in order to be
exposed for instance, in the yellow area. She askedif this is something if they walk along this
area or breath and pick up the soil, can they be exposed to those contaminants. Dr. Holbert said
he is an engineer and not a toxicologist, but in a lot of the sites the contamination is tens of feet if
not deeper. He said HAFB has installed collection systems and where there are seeps they are
monitored to make sure no contaminated water is coming out on the steep hill slope. He said
then when you get down to South Weber Drive the groundwater is at 30.to 40 ft. Dr. Holbert
said there is a potential for vapor intrusion, but HAFB.monitors for that.

Shannon said the official plume maps should be coming out in April. Mayor Sjoblom and the
council thanked Dr. Holbert and Hill Air Force Base for their presentation.

Accept 2018 Financial Statements:and Audit Report

Mayor Sjoblom stated at the end of each fiscal year, management is responsible for the
preparation and fair presentation of the city’s financial statements in accordance with accounting
principles; this includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant
to the‘preparation and fair presentation of financial statements.

The South Weber City Council has contracted the services of Keddington & Christensen, LLC to
perform an independent audit of the statements and report their findings to the City Council. This
audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures
in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgment, including
the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to
fraud or error.

Keddington & Christensen have completed their auditing procedures and are here to present the
report of their findings along with the financial statements for acceptance by the City Council.

Steve Rowley, of Keddington & Christensen, presented their findings. He stated page 1 includes
the independent auditor’s report. He stated in our opinion, the financial statements referred to
above present fairly, in all materials respects, the respective remaining fund information of South
Weber City, Utah as of June 30, 2018, and the respective changes in financial position, and,
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where applicable, cash flows thereof for the year then ended in conformity with accounting
principle generally accepted in the United States of America.

Mr. Rowley reviewed the financial highlights, which is as follows:

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS The City created a new Transportation Fee special revenue fund.
The purpose of the City’s new transportation fee is to maintain the City’s roads. Additionally,
funds received from transportation tax and B&C road monies are expected to be reported there as
well as those three sources of revenues are to be used for essentially the same purposes.

The assets of South Weber City exceeded its liabilities at the end of the current fiscal year by
$29,898,230 (net position). Of this amount, $6,719,867 (unrestricted position) is available to
meet ongoing obligations of citizens and creditors. Net position increased by $2,742,973 from
the prior year.

The City’s Governmental activities reported a combined ending net position of $14,486,393. Of
that amount, $2,371,933 is available for spending at the discretion of the City (unrestricted and
undesignated fund balance).

The unassigned fund balance of the general fund at June 30, 2018, totaled $520,091 and is 25%
of the general fund total revenues for the year.

Total principal balance of debt for South Weber City decreased $298,000 due to principal
payments on bonds, as well as a net decrease in principal balance as a result of the issuance of
the Series 2017 Water Revenue Refunding bonds.

During the year, several projects were completed by the City. In addition, several developments
were completed as well, upon which the related infrastructure was contributed to the City.
Capital assets were added in the water, sewer, and storm sewer funds, as well as the general fixed
assets of the City.

Mr. Rowley stated during our audit we did not identify any deficiencies in internal control that
we consider to be material weaknesses. However, material weaknesses may exist that have not
been identified.

He stated as part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the City’s financial statements
are free from material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions
of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a
direct and material effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However,
providing an opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and
accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed no instances of
noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing
Standards.

Mr. Rowley stated State compliance requirements were tested for the year ended June 30, 2018
in the following areas:

Budgetary Compliance Open and Public Meetings Act

Fund Balance Treasurer’s Bond
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Justice Courts Enterprise Fund Transfers, Reimbursements, Loans,
Utah Retirement Systems and Services
Restricted Taxes and Related Restricted Revenue

He stated in our opinion, South Weber City, Utah complied, in all material respects, with the
state compliance requirements referred to above for the year ended June 30, 2018.

Mr. Rowley stated city staff members, Mark McRae, and Paul Laprevote were very nice to work
with. He recommended the council review the financial statements as this was just a brief
overview. Mayor Sjoblom asked for a round of applause for Mark and Paul, and thanked them
for their hard work. Mr. Rowley stated feel free to reach out to him.if there are any questions.
Mark McRae explained the acceptance of the financial statementsand audit report and how the
staff will publish the report.

Councilman Winsor moved to accept the 2018 Financial Statements and Audit Report.
Councilman Member Halverson seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom called for the vote.
Council Members Halverson, Hyer, Petty, Taylor, and Winsor voted yes. The motion
carried.

ORDINANCE 19-02: Amendment to the City Code regarding Light Installation and
Collector Street Right of Way Width:

Mayor Sjoblom stated when the current City Standards were approved in October 2017, there
was discussion about which approach for streetlights was best; City owned vs. Rocky Mountain
Power (RMP) owned. The City moved forward with the RMP owned approach in the Standards
at the time, but requested that the City Staff look into the matter. Over the past several months
the City Staff has analyzed the advantages and disadvantages of both approaches. The results
were presented to the Municipal Utilities Committee on November 1, 2018, and then to the City
Council on November 13, 2018. Based on the analysis, the City Staff, MUC, and City Council
recommended moving forward with city-owned streetlights. The next step is to implement the
streetlight changes.to the City Code and the City Standards.

Also, since the last update to the City Standards, there have been a few other needed changes
identified. A public hearing was held at the Planning Commission meeting on January 29, 2019,
after which the Planning Commission recommended approval of the proposed changes to the
City Council. The following summarize the proposed changes:

SUMMARY OF CHANGES — CITY CODE The following are the proposed changes to the
City Code:

11.04.020.J General Requirements
6. Street Lights: - Change ‘“Power Company” to “City’s authorized Contractor.”

11.04.040.B
2. Collector Or Feeder Streets: - Change 76’ to 78°.

11.04.140 Street Lighting D. - Change “Power Company” to “City’s authorized Contractor.”

The City will be requesting proposals from various streetlight suppliers and through that process
will select the exact streetlight that will be installed. This sheet establishes that there are three
different styles of lights. Each will be used in different locations and with different spacing
requirements, based on their intended use. Also listed are general requirements that the
streetlights must comply with (e.g. LED, dark-sky compliant, aluminum bases painted black with
a sanded aluminum city logo/text, etc.).

Councilman Hyer moved to approve Ordinance 19-02: amendment to the City Code
regarding street installation and collector street right of way width. Councilman Taylor
seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom called for the vote. Council Members Halverson,
Hyer, Petty, Taylor, and Winsor voted yes. The motion carried.

ORDINANCE 19-03: Amend to the City Code that adopts dpdated Development, Design,
and Construction Standards: Brandon Jones, City Engineer, reviewed the amendments to the
text portion as well as the drawing portion.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES — CITY STANDARDS

The following are the proposed changes to the City Standards (text portion):

1. Cover — The date would be changed from “October 2017 to “October 2017 (Revision 1 —
February 2019)”

2. Title Page — Updated personnel

3. Section 4B. Licensing — Removed the table containing specific licenses for specific work and
replaced it with generic language that contractors must. comply with the Utah Administrative
Code R156-55a (Utah Construction Trades Licensing Act Rule). This avoids inadvertently
referencing the wrong required license, and does not need to be updated when licensing changes
are made.

4. Section 4.03 Construction — B3 was added. This section designates that the City has the
authority to requiredimprovements to be replaced if their as-built condition is not in compliance
with the approved improvement plans and these Standards.

The following are the proposed changes to the City Standards (drawing portion): - All changes
in the Drawings are highlighted with a cloud

5. Cover Sheet — Updated personnel and revision text to “October 2017 — Rev. 1, February 2019”
6. There are several sheets that have been updated based on comments received from the
Division of Drinking Water. These revisions have been made in order to show greater
compliance with the DDW rules, but should not be considered fundamental changes.

7. CS-02 — Added tolerance of 0.5% +/- on cross slope

8. CS-02 — Added requirement for the inspector to give written approval before pavement is
installed

9. CS-03 — Old Fort Road was changed to South Bench Drive

10. CS-03 — The previous 70’ Old Fort Road cross section was removed and replaced with the
current 78 South Bench Drive cross section

11. CS-03 — The shoulder can be left as a shoulder, or designated as a dedicated bike lane

12. CS-04 — A general detail for a concrete utility collar was included, and all other collars
reference this detail

13. CS-05 — If cutting the pavement on a road that has been paved or overlayed in the last 10
years, the patching requirements become much more in depth to help protect the life of the road.

14. CS-06 — Added notes for a better understanding of the requirements on curb and gutter and
sidewalk

15. CS-07 — Added cul-de-sac streetlight and reference

16. CS-11 — Contractor is responsible to supply all meters 1 %2 or greater

17. CS-22 — This is the sheet that implements the new streetlight standards. As it will be the
City’s responsibility to select and install the lights, we felt it was best to give general direction in
the Standards, and not show specific lights.

Council Member Winsor asked if a section of sidewalk needs to be replaced, is it replaced with
4” or 6”, since the standards have been amended. Brandon stated the staff should replace it with
6” to follow the current city standard. Council Member Winsor doesn’t understand why the
requirement for 6” verses 4”. Brandon explained the analysis behind the amendment. He said 6”
is more sustainable as far as breakage. He said a developer can get into the warranty period
sooner. He said in an existing subdivision the city staff may look at a variance for an existing
homeowner. Brandon reviewed Section 1.05 item b concerning the modification process.
Council Member Hyer said he was recently asked why the middle lane for South Bench Drive.
Brandon explained the safety concerns behind it. He then discussed preserving the corridor for
the future. He said this road will carry a lot of traffic; therefore, the need for three lanes.

Councilman Halverson moved to approve Ordinance 19-03: Amendment to the City Code
that adopts updated Development, Design, and Construction Standards. Councilman
Winsor seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom.called for the vote. Council Members
Halverson, Hyer, Petty, Taylor, and Winsor voted yes. The motion carried.

ORDINANCE 19-04: Amendment to the City Code regarding Sewer Connections

Mayor Sjoblom stated the Central Weber Sewer Improvement District’s Pretreatment Program
was recently audited by the Utah Division of Water Quality. As a result of the audit, the District
reached out to the City to communicate that we must reference or incorporate in our Sewer Use
Ordinance or Legal Authorities Document a statement that those connecting will comply with
Central Weber Sewer Improvement District Rules and Regulations as they presently exist or as
they may be modified or amended in the future by the District.

The amendment of our City ordinance tonight incorporates such a statement and complies with
the requirement.

Councilwoman Petty moved to approve Ordinance 19-04: Amendment to the City Code
regarding Sewer Connections. Councilman Hyer seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom

called for the vote. Council Members Halverson, Hyer, Petty, Taylor, and Winsor voted
yes. The motion carried.

Mayor Sjoblom: She reported that she attended the COG meeting last month in which Stuart
Adams, new President of the Utah State Senate, and Brad Wilson, new Speaker of the House
spoke on the Legislatures big push to promote affordable housing in Utah.
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Housing Bill - SB 34:

« Cities will report once a year (instead of once every two years) on their Moderate Income
Housing plan requirements

« If they fail to comply, they will not be eligible for TIF (Transportation Investment Funds)
Funds or TTIF (Transit Transportation Investment Fund) money.

Transportation Bill — SB 72:
« TIF Funds would be eligible for Active Transportation (trails, paths, bike lanes)
Wasatch Integrated Waste — DC Landfill

« Garbage disposal - $7.20/month starting in July 2019

« Over ¥4 of your waste will be reused through recyclables, anaerobic digestion, and
engineered fuel

« Protects local landfill for another 35 years (garbage disposal much cheaper than
transferring) — addresses odor and traffic issues

« Construction of new sorting facility will begin Spring 2019

« Operational 4" Quarter 2019

Councilman Taylor: He thanked the Public Works Department for the.snow removal.

Councilman Halverson: He stated the Planning Commission asked if they still want a liaison
from the Planning Commission to attend Council meetings. It was decided that since Council
Member Halverson attends those meetings that would suffice. Council Member Halverson
reported on the recent.Planning Commission meeting and a rezone request on the east end of
town. He said the request was denied. He reported a one lot subdivision was approved.

Councilman Hyer:. He attended the Economic Development Meeting tonight. He is excited to
see that we are being proactive. Dave Larson said the committee discussed if there is value in
bringing on an economic advisor.

Councilwoman Petty: She said the Parks and Recreation Committee tried to meet to discuss the
possibility of a fitness court in the city.

Councilman Winsor:. He said there was some discussion and concerns in emails concerning
South Bench Drive. He said there is some misinformation out there. He feels citizens want their
voice to be heard. He recommended the council listen to points of view. He said the
Transportation Plan discusses the increased amount of traffic on South Weber Drive and so
having a third alternative in and out of the community needs to be looked at. He then discussed
the email recently sent out concerning short term rentals. Dave said there will be a public
hearing at the Planning Commission meeting on February 21%, and then it will come before the
City Council.

Dave Larson, City Manager: He stated there are a couple of house- keeping agenda items for
February 26" that aren’t urgent. He said we can cancel the 26" and move them to the 12, It
was decided the meeting on the 26" will be cancelled.
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He said they have been reviewing the administrative roles in the office. He said there are staff
members who are very capable and can be more productive. He is looking at taking Mark
McRae away from the City Recorder role and moving Lisa Smith into that role. He said they
would like to move Kim Guill into the Development Coordinator role. He said this will affect the
city office hours. He is proposing changing the office hours from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. to 8:30
a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Friday hours are currently 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. and would change from 8:00
a.m. to 12:00 p.m. Mayor Sjoblom asked if the council is okay with that. The council was in
favor of the change.

Dave said committee meetings will begin to take place concerning the budget. He also reported
that the windows will be tinted for the court requirements. He met today with the developer
concerning the concept on the Poll property. He said because of the UDOT project that will take
place this summer, the developer needs to get the utilities stubbed in.

RESOLUTION 19-07: Appointment of South Weber City Recorder

Mayor Sjoblom stated Mark McRae has been serving as the City Recorder in addition to his
regular duties as Finance Director, which includes Administration Department supervisor and
IT/technology manager. He has been doing an excellent job, but City Manager David Larson felt

that appointing another staff member as City Recorder would allow more time for Mark to
accomplish these responsibilities and for the new City Recorder to grow the functions of the job
and increase the service level to the Community.

David Larson and Mark McRae jointly recommended Lisa Smith to be appointed as City
Recorder. Lisa has been with the City since June 2017 serving as Court Clerk and Planning
Coordinator. She’s proven herself as a reliable employee with a high level of knowledge and
skills that will lend themselves well to the City Recorder position. She has even assisted with
many of the Recorder functions at times in the past and has proven very capable. This
appointment would necessitate a shift of the Planning Coordinator duties to another staff
member, for which arrangements have been made.

Councilman Taylor moved to approve Resolution 19-07 to.appoint Lisa Smith as the South
Weber City Recorder. Councilwoman Petty seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom called
for the vote. Council Members Halverson, Petty, Taylor and Winsor voted yes. The
motion carried.

Lisa Smith then took the Oath of Office for the City Recorder as read by Mark McRae.

ORDINANCE 19-05: Vacation of Street Right-of-Way at Spaulding Drive (600 East)
Spaulding Drive (600 East) is an existing public street that connects to Petersen Parkway in the
Canyon Meadows PUD that was platted, constructed, and stubbed for access to future
development.

The City determined that due to the development surrounding Spaulding Drive, sufficient access
has been constructed or planned for and agreed to in accordance with current City development
standard. The City determined that there is no current or future need for the Spaulding Drive
(600 East) right-of-way. The City, through the Development Agreement for the Riverside Place
Subdivision (approved as Resolution 18-24 by the City Council on April 17, 2018), agreed to the
vacation of Spaulding Drive (600 East).

Councilman Winsor asked who is responsible to re-plat those lots. Brandon said the home
owner’s will be responsible If they want to combine them with their current lot.

Councilman Halverson moved to approve Ordinance 19-05 vacation of street right-of-way
at Spaulding Drive (600 East). Councilman Winsor seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom
called for the vote. Council Members Halverson, Petty, Taylor and Winsor voted yes. The
motion carried.

ORDINANCE 19-06: Amendment to City Code 1.04.030 Officials® Bonds & Insurance
Utah state code sets the requirements for Fidelity Bonds for Elected Officials and Municipal
Treasurers. These requirements have changed over the last few years. Current code requires
cities of the First and Second Class to be bonded. The requirement for municipal Treasurers is
defined in the Utah Money Management Act. For cities of our size elected officials and the
municipal treasurer may be covered by the city’s blanket bond and/or criminal insurance policy.
South Weber has criminal insurance through the Utah Local Government Trust. The criminal
insurance provides proper protection for the city, and eliminates the additional cost of double
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coverage through individual fidelity bonds. This change to our municipal code matches the
current Utah State Code.

Councilwoman Petty moved to approve Ordinance 19-06 amendment to City Code 1.04.030
Officials’ Bonds & Insurance. Councilman Winsor seconded the motion. Mayor Sjoblom
called for the vote. Council Members Halverson, Petty, Taylor and Winsor voted yes. The
motion carried.

Discussion on Future Public Works Facility

Mayor Sjoblom stated on January 15, 2019 during the Annual City Council'‘Budget & Planning
Retreat, the City Council identified upgrading or replacing the current Public Works Facility as
one of the high priorities of the City and tasked staff with developing a plan to address this need.

Staff, including the City Manager, Finance Director, Public Works Director, and City Engineer,
have developed a draft plan and would like to bring that forward for City Council discussion and
direction.

Councilman Halverson asked about the size of property needed. Brandon Jones, City Engineer,
said approximately five to eight acres. Mark Larsen, Public Works Director, said it would be
nice to plan for full build out. He said hopefully this will be the last one we have to do. David
Larson stated the City Council needs to decide if they want to involve public communication at
the beginning of the process or after property is purchased etc. He asked what type of public
communication the council wants and at what stages. He said there are also different financing
options. Mayor Sjoblom felt it is important to inform the public that the City is looking into
possibilities and involve them when property has been purchased. Councilman Winsor said the
existing facility is dilapidated and the citizens need to know that. He suggested dedicating a
page to the City web-site identifying the history and then general concept that has already been
established. Councilman Taylor thought the public needs to see the condition that the Public
Works Department is currently operating under. Councilman Winsor felt they need a place
where they-can do their job and be safe. Mayor Sjoblom agreed that pictures of the current
building should be put on the web-site. David said the City staff will look at various types of
financing options. Councilwoman Petty asked if there is a goal date. David stated a specific
target date has not been established. Councilman Halverson asked if another committee needs to
be established. David said rather than set up a new committee the Municipal Utilities Committee
could be assigned this responsibility. Councilman Winsor suggested putting a completion goal
in place as far as site, budget, and layout by September. David said he will put together a more
detailed time line. Councilwoman Petty felt like this is a priority and should be done as soon as
possible.

NEW BUSINESS:

City Office Update: The City now has tinted windows. David said because of court held in this
building an audit was conducted and they recommended tinting the windows. This will help
provide additional security. He said Councilman Taylor did point out that during City Council
meeting the roles are reversed and the City Council is not able to see anyone approaching the
building. Councilman Halverson suggested going off of what Judge Renstrom, Davis County
Police Department, and the bailiff to see what they recommend. Councilwoman Petty doesn’t
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feel the tinting should be taken off of a few windows. Councilman Taylor said he is totally
against them because he feels those inside are sitting ducks. David said it depends on the time of
day and year as to whether you can see in from the outside.

REPORTS:

Mayor Sjoblom: She met with Representatives Kelly Miles and Mike Schultz down at the
Capitol last week. She reviewed with them the desires for box culvert trail connection under US
89. She reported that meeting to Carlos Braceras, Executive Director of UDOT, of which he has
given his word to President Stuart Adams and Rep. Miles and Schultz that the box culvert will go
in with the US 89 project. This is huge as it is looking as though, due to budget constraints,
construction on the highway will likely end at SR 193 or Antelope Dr.

Mayor Sjoblom reported that Davis Fund Committee, of which she is a part, is offering grant
money to municipalities to give their main streets a facelift. It is a $25,000 match grant for visual
appearance improvements: lighting, signage, landscaping, etc.

Shawn Beus, Director of Economic Development for Davis County has agreed to come and
instruct our economic development committee and give direction on how to create an Economic
Development Plan. She is waiting a month to see what Weber County is doing with their
Economic Development Project which could affect the direction we take as a city.

Councilman Winsor: He stated there will be a Municipal Utilities Committee Meeting this
Friday at 10:00 a.m.

ADJOURNED: Councilman Winsor moved to adjourn the Council Meeting at 6:39 p.m.
Councilman Halverson seconded the motion. Council Members Halverson, Petty, Taylor
and Winsor voted yes. The motion carried.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTH WEBER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING CITY
CODE SECTIONS 1.03.070, 1.04.090, 3.02.010, 3.09.060, 3.09.070, 3.09.080, 4.02.060,
4.02.110 AND 4.03.020, MAKING TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS

During the review process, the City Council
and Mayor may grant a step increase according to the City's compensation scale, but the City
Manager shall have no legal claim to a step increase.

A. The City Manager shall review the performance of department directors, the City
Treasurer, and City Recorder six months after their hire date.

2. issue a citation to the owner or occupant of the property by either serving the
citation personally upon the owner or occupant, or mailing the citation certified
mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the owner or occupant at their last known
address as disclosed by the records of the county recorder or as otherwise
ascertained. In the event the code enforcement officer elects to mail the notice, it
shall be deemed served when it is sent by certified mail, postage prepaid.

C. In the event the person complies with the citation, the person shall notify the code
enforcement officer of their compliance. Within five days of receiving notice of
compliance, the code enforcement officer shall again inspect the property.

1. If the property complies with this chapter, the code enforcement officer shall notify
any other offices or persons who have received notice of the citation of that
compliance and no criminal action shall be brought.

2. In the event the property still does not comply with the provisions of this chapter,
the code enforcement officer shall issue a second citation, clearly stating the reasons
the property is still considered in violation of this chapter.

3. Inthe event a second citation is issued for the same violation and the person again
asks for inspection and the citation is still not corrected to the satisfaction of the
code enforcement officer, the matter shall be referred to the city prosecutor for
criminal prosecution. In no event shall the code enforcement officer issue more than
two citations for the same violation.

D. In the event the person to whom the citation was issued fails or neglects to correct the
violation, the code enforcement officer shall refer the matter to the city prosecutor for
prosecution.

E. The commencement of criminal proceedings for the purpose of imposing penalties for
violations of this chapter shall not be conditioned upon prior issuance of a citation or the
granting to the defendant an opportunity to abate or remove the nuisance.
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F. The provisions of this chapter relating to notice and abatement and citation shall be deemed
merely alternative and additional methods of securing conformity to the provisions of this
chapter.

Section 9. Section Amended. Section 4.03.020 of the South Weber City Code is hereby amended
to read:

ORDINANCE 19-08

AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTH WEBER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING SECTIONS
10.03.050, 10.06.080, 10.07.040, 10.09.050, 11.02.010, AND 11.06.030 OF THE ZONING

AND SUBDIVISON CHAPTERS OF THE CITY CODE

TO MAKE TECHNICAL CLARIFICATIONS AND CORRECTIONS

WHEREAS, during the code codification process, Sterling Codifiers discovered several
provisions in the zoning and subdivision chapters of the City Code that conflicted with other
provisions, or that required renumbering of paragraphs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to correct those provisions and make additional technical
amendments to those code sections for ease of reading in conformance with the State legislative
drafting manual;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of South Weber City, State of

Utah:

Section 1. Section Amended. Section 10.03.050 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.03.050 Powers and Duties

A. Entrance Upon Land: The planning commission, its members and employees, in the
performance of its functions, may enter upon any land at reasonable times to make
examinations and surveys, and place and maintain necessary monuments and marks
thereon. The planning commission shall have such powers as may be necessary to enable
it to perform its functions and promote municipal planning.

B. Administrative Duties: The planning commission shall:

prepare and recommend a general plan and amendments to the general plan to the
city council;

recommend land use ordinances and maps, and amendments to land use ordinances
and maps, to the city council;

administer provisions of this land use title as specifically provided in this land use
title;

recommend approval or denial of subdivision applications;

advise the city council on matters as directed by the city council;

hear and decide conditional use permits; and

exercise any other powers necessary to enable it to perform its function.

C. Publlc Hearings; Reports and Recommendations: For purposes of holding public hearings,
the planning commission is recognized as the Land Use Authority for South Weber City,
as defined by Utah Code Ann. 10-9a-103; 10-9a-404, 10-9a-502, 10-9a-503, 10-9a-602,
and 10-9a-608, or as otherwise required. The planning commission may hold public
hearings and shall do so as required by law. It may make reports and recommendations
relating to the plan and development of the city to public officials and agencies, other

organizations and citizens. It may recommend to executive or legislative officials programs
for public improvements. The city council shall not hold any public hearing for any land
use ordinances, applications, or amendments unless specifically required by state law or a
procedural motion approved by the city council.

Section 2. Section Amended. Section 10.06.080 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.06.080 Special Requlations

A. Buffer Distances:

o O

1. All extractive operations, roads, machinery, equipment and stockpiles, excluding topsoil
used for reclamation and screening and rock crushing, shall be kept at least 100 feet
horizontal distance from any other property owner, except as may be reduced by the
planning commission for due cause, but in no event should the operation be closer than 45
to the property line.

2. All rock crushing operations shall be conducted at least 400 feet horizontal distance from
any other property owner, except as may be reduced by the planning commission for due
cause, but in no event shall the operation be closer than 50 feet to the property.

3. All excavations shall be kept at least 100 feet from a public road, except where the planning
commission determines the excavations may be moved closer if it will not endanger the
users of the road.

Fencing: Areas of excavation with serious or hazardous conditions shall be reasonably fenced,
except where in the determination of the planning commission other suitable devices may be used.
Grading: All grading, including specifications for slope stabilization, shall be done in accordance
with the latest reclamation plans, with the concurrence of the city engineer.

Air and Water Quality: All air and water quality related plans and actions shall be monitored and
approved by the Davis County environmental health division.

Hours of Operation: Crushing, screening and hauling, except for the maintenance and repair of
vehicles and equipment, shall be confined to the hours between 6 a.m. and 7 p.m., Monday through
Friday, and Saturday from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., except for operations required to remain open for public
emergency demands as determined by the city council. Extended hours may be authorized at the
discretion of the city council. Such extension shall be accomplished through an operational
agreement.

Landscaping: Properties containing uses for which a natural resource excavation permit is required
shall be landscaped for purposes of screening such uses from public streets and abutting properties
not in a natural resource zone. Vegetative materials shall be planted, together with necessary topsoil
as required in SWMC 10.15.

Noise and Vibration: All equipment on site and off site utilized in the extraction and processing of
native natural resources shall be operated and maintained so as to minimize the emanation of noise
and vibration from the premises. Soil berming, landscaping and other techniques should be used to
accomplish the objective of reducing the impact of noise and vibration on adjacent property.
Roads: All permanent haul roads within 500 feet of public streets or land not in a natural resource
zone shall be regularly surfaced with asphalt or oil, and all roadways shall be regularly watered,
swept or surfaced with a dust palliative.

Monuments: Monuments or other means of identification shall be placed and maintained around
the perimeter of the excavation site so as to enable reasonable identification of the property line
separating the excavation property from adjoining landowners.

Park Strip Landscaping: Park strip landscaping shall meet the requirements of SWMC 10.15.

Section 3. Section Amended. Section 10.07.040 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.07.040 Residential Zones

A.

Application Procedures: Application for a conditional use permit shall be made by the
property owner or certified agent thereof to the planning commission. Any person seeking
a conditional use permit shall first submit a complete application to the planning
commission and pay the associated fees as stated in the consolidated fee schedule. An
application shall be deemed complete when all documents required by the current
applicable application form and checklist, including the fee, have been submitted to the
city.

Public Notification: The applicant shall provide a list of the names and addresses of all
property owners within 300 feet of the property on which the conditional use is to be
located. The applicant shall pay to the city sufficient postal costs for the city to provide
written notice to those on the list.

Planning Commission: The planning commission shall approve as presented, approve with
conditions, or deny the conditional use, or table the issue to a future date and time. No
approval shall be granted unless the planning commission is satisfied that the applicant will
meet all the conditions. Upon approval, a permit shall be issued which states the permitted
conditional use and any special conditions that apply thereto.

. Application Expiration: The application shall expire six months from the date of initial

application. Upon expiration, the applicant shall be required to reapply and pay all
associated fees. The applicant may request a six--month extension due to extenuating
circumstances out of the control of the applicant.

Section 4. Section Amended. Section 10.09.050 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.09.050 Classification of Signs

The following classifications of signs shall include all signs permitted in any zone. If for any reason the
classification of any sign is not readily determinable, the classification shall be determined by the building
inspector.

Class 1: Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 1:

1. Sign Type: Identification, property, service and temporary subdivision.

2. Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole and temporary.

3. Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

4. Maximum Number and Size:

a. ldentification and Service Signs: Two signs not to exceed three square feet in
combined area for parcels up to one-half acre in area, not to exceed ten square feet
in combined area for parcels from one-half acre to two acres in area, and not to
exceed 32 square feet in combined area for parcels greater than two acres.

b. Property Signs: Nine square feet in combined total area.

c. Temporary Subdivision Signs: 32 square feet in combined total area.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 2:

Sign Type: Business.

Structural Type: Flat, ground or pole.

Lighted Type: Direct or indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: One sign not to exceed three square feet for home
occupations. For service accessory uses, one sign not to exceed ten square feet, unless the
sign is more than 500 feet from a public street and is flat and attached to a wall of the
business, then it shall not exceed 32 square feet for each 500 feet from a public street.
Maximum Height: Ten feet.

Special Limitations: No animated signs.

Location: Anywhere on the property.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 3:

Sign Type: Identification.

Structural Type: Flat, ground and pole.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: One sign for each street frontage not to exceed 16 square feet.
Location: Anywhere on the property.

Maximum Height: Ten feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted on the building, in
which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum height of structures
allowed in the zone.

Special Limitations: No animated signs.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 4:

Sign Type: Business, identification, service, property and temporary subdivision.
Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole, projecting, temporary and window.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: No maximum number, but the combined total area of all signs
shall not exceed 200 square feet.

Location: Anywhere on the property.

Maximum Height: 25 feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted on the building in
which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum height of structures
allowed in the zone.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 5:

Sign Type: Business, identification, political, property, service and temporary subdivision.
Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole, projecting, roof, temporary and window.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: The maximum number and total area allowed shall be
according to the following regulations:

a. Flat Signs: There is no maximum on the number of such signs. The total area of
all such signs on the primary or main walls or facades facing the street shall be
limited to ten percent of the wall or facade to which the sign is attached. The total
area of all such signs on secondary walls or facades shall be limited to five percent
of the wall or facade area to which the sign is attached.

b. Ground and Pole Signs: One ground or pole sign per street frontage per business
is allowed with a maximum area of 60 square feet plus one square foot per five
linear feet of frontage on the street to which the sign is oriented. If the sign is on a
corner lot and is placed so that it orients to both streets, then one sign is allowed
with a maximum area of 120 square feet plus two square feet per ten linear feet of
frontage on both streets. The absolute maximum area of any ground or pole sign
for a single business is 300 square feet except as noted in subsection E.4.c. of this
section. Where two or more businesses are located within the same structure or in
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very close proximity in a commercial center type arrangement, ground and pole
signs are limited to one sign per commercial center. That sign shall have a
maximum area of one hundred square feet plus ten square feet per business in the
commercial center with an absolute maximum area three hundred square feet,
except as noted in subsection E.4.c. of this section.

c. Pole Signs within 600 Feet of Interstate 84 or Highway 89: Pole signs that are
located within 600 feet of Interstate 84 or Highway 89 and are oriented toward
either of those highways shall be allowed a 50% increase in the sign area specified
in subsection E.4.b. of this section.

d. Projecting Signs: One projecting sign per business is allowed with a maximum
area of four square feet per business.

e. Temporary Signs: There shall be no maximum number, but the total area allowed
shall be a maximum of five percent of the area of the primary wall or facade facing
the street for each business. Temporary signs may be displayed for a maximum
period of 60 days.

f.  Window Signs: Window signs shall be limited to 25% of the window area of the
primary wall or facade of the building.

Location: Anywhere on the property, unless otherwise noted in this chapter.

Maximum Height: 25 feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted on the building, in
which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum height of structures
allowed in the zone, or unless the property on which the business is located is within 600
feet of Interstate 84, in which case the permitted height is 100 feet, or within 600 feet of
Highway 89 in which case the maximum height shall be 100 feet.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 6:

Sign Type: Business, identification, political, property and service.

Structural Type: Flat, ground, projecting, temporary and window.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: No maximum number, but the combined total area of all signs
shall not exceed five percent of the total area of the facade of the main public entry side of
the business. Where there are multiple businesses/uses in the same building or complex of
buildings, one additional sign may be permitted which indicates all businesses or uses
within the building or complex and which is limited to three square feet per business or
use.

Location: Anywhere on the property.

Maximum Height: Ten feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted on the building, in
which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum height of structures
allowed in the zone.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 7:

Sign Type: All types.

Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole or projecting.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number and Size: No maximum number, but the combined total area of all signs
shall not exceed 400 square feet.

Location: Anywhere on the property.

Maximum Height: 25 feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted on a building, in
which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum height of structures
allowed in the zone.



Section 5. Section Amended. Section 11.02.010 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

11.02.010 General Responsibilities

A. Subdivider:

1. Plan Preparation: The subdivider shall prepare subdivision plans consistent with the

B. City:

standards contained in this title and shall pay for the design and inspection of the public
improvements required. The city shall process the plans in accordance with the regulations
set forth in this title.

Approval Prior to Development: Upon filing the preliminary plan application, the
subdivider shall not alter the terrain or remove any vegetation from the proposed
subdivision site or engage in any site development until the necessary approvals are
obtained and a preconstruction meeting is held with the city engineer and affected entities.
Distribution of Plans: The subdivider is responsible for the distribution of proposed
subdivision plans to improvement districts, special districts, utility companies and other
private and public entities for their information and comment, as directed by the city. The
subdivider shall ensure that written notices from each improvement district, special service
district, and utility company are forwarded to the city affirming that proposed subdivision
plans have been received, reviewed, and approved by each of such agencies.

Referral of Plans: Proposed subdivisions plans shall be referred to city departments for
their review and comment.

Street Engineering Requirements: The city engineer, planner, fire chief, and public works
department shall make comments as to engineering requirements for street widths, grades,
alignments and flood control, whether the proposed public improvements are consistent
with this title, the adopted city standards and other applicable ordinances, and for the
inspection and approval of all construction of public improvements. Street layout and
overall circulation shall be coordinated with the public works department, planner, fire
chief, and city engineer.

Planning Commission: For purposes of holding public hearings, the planning commission
is recognized as the Land Use Authority for South Weber City, as defined by Utah Code
Ann. 10-9a-103(26). The planning commission shall hold public hearings for the general
plan, subdivision plats and ordinances, zoning map changes, and any other land use
ordinances, applications, and amendments as required by Utah Code Ann. 10-9a-103, 10-
9a-404, 10-9a-502, 10-9a-503, 10-9a-602, and 10-9a-608, and as otherwise required. The
planning commission may also hold additional public hearings as deemed necessary. The
planning commission shall act as an advisory body to the city council and is charged with
making investigations, reports and recommendations on proposed subdivisions as to their
conformance to the general plan and land use title, and other pertinent documents. The
planning commission shall recommend approval, approval with conditions or disapproval
of the proposed subdivision plans to the city council.

City Attorney: The city attorney's office shall approve the form of the final plat, that it is
correct and acceptable, that the subdivider dedicating land for use of the public is the owner
of record, and that the land is free and clear of unacceptable encumbrances according to
the title report, which shall be submitted by the subdivider.

City Council: The city council has final jurisdiction in the approval of subdivision plans;
the establishment of requirements for, and design standards of, public improvements; and
the acceptance of lands and public improvements that may be proposed for dedication. The
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city council shall not hold any public hearing for any land use ordinances, applications, or
amendments unless specifically required by state law or a procedural motion approved by
the city council. If required to hold a public hearing, the city council shall provide
reasonable notice of the public hearing as required by state law. If the city council rejects
or modifies a proposed subdivision, it may provide suggestions to the planning commission
for its consideration.

6. Inadvertent Approval: Should a subdivision plan be approved by inadvertence which shows
on its face, or in any documents attached thereto or which are deemed to be a part thereof,
that the subdivision does not comply in one or more respects with the requirements of this
title or with the requirements of approved city standards relating the quality, size, type,
grade, distance or dimension, and no variation or exception thereto has been approved by
the city council, such plan approval shall not be deemed a waiver of such requirements, but
on the contrary such requirements shall remain in full force and effect and shall be enforced
by the building inspector. Any discrepancy between the preliminary plan as approved and
the final plan which may not be noticed in inspection of the final plan and which is not
approved by the city engineer and planning commission, shall be the responsibility of the
subdivider. Approval of the final plan in such case shall not be deemed a waiver of the
requirements of this title or any city standards or specifications.

Section 6. Section Amended. Section 11.06.030 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

11.06.030 Findings and Purpose

A. There is a need for public facilities for new development which have not been constructed
and are required to be consistent with the city's general plan and to protect the public's
health, safety and welfare. All required notices have been given and made and public
hearings conducted as required by the Impact Fees Act with respect to the Impact Fee
Facilities Plans, the Impact Fee Analyses, and this chapter.

B. Growth and development activities in South Weber City will create additional demands on
its infrastructure. The facility improvement requirements which are analyzed in the Impact
Fee Facilities Plans and the Impact Fee Analyses, which includes the Weber Basin Water
Conservancy District’s Treated Water Impact Fee, are the direct result of the additional
facility needs caused by anticipated future development activities. The persons responsible
for growth and development activities should pay a proportionate share of the costs of the
facilities needed to serve the growth and development activity. Impact fees are necessary
to achieve an equitable allocation to the costs borne in the past and to be borne in the future,
in comparison with the benefits already received and yet to be received.

C. In enacting and approving the Impact Fee Analyses and this chapter, the city council has
taken into consideration, and in certain situations will consider on a case-by-case basis in
the future, the future capital facilities and needs of South Weber City, the capital financial
needs of South Weber City which are the result of South Weber City’s future facilities’
needs, the distribution of the burden of costs to different properties within South Weber
City based on the use of culinary water facilities of South Weber City by such properties,
the financial contribution of those properties and other properties similarly situated in
South Weber City at the time of computation of the required fee and prior to the enactment
of this chapter, all revenue sources available to South Weber City, and the impact on future

AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTH WEBER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING SECTIONS
10.03.050, 10.06.080, 10.07.040, 10.09.050, 11.02.010, AND 11.06.030 OF THE ZONING
AND SUBDIVISON CHAPTERS OF THE CITY CODE
TO MAKE TECHNICAL CLARIFICATIONS AND CORRECTIONS

WHEREAS, during the code codification process, Sterling Codifiers discovered several
provisions in the zoning and subdivision chapters of the City Code that conflicted with other
provisions, or that required renumbering of paragraphs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to correct those provisions and make additional technical
amendments to those code sections for ease of reading in conformance with the State legislative
drafting manual;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of South Weber City, State of
Utah:

Section 1. Section Amended. Section 10.03.050 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.03.050

Powers and Duties

A. Entrance Upon Land: The planning commission, its members and employees, in the
performance of its functions, may enter upon any land at reasonable times to make
examinations and surveys, and place and maintain necessary monuments and marks
thereon. #r-generak-tThe planning commission shall have such powers as may be necessary
to enable it to perform its functions and promote municipal planning.

B. Administrative Duties: The planning commission shall:

1. Pprepare and recommend a general plan and amendments to the general plan to the

city council-as-previded-understate-tawy;

2. Rrecommend land use ordinances and maps, and amendments to land use
ordinances and maps, to the city council-as-previded-understate-taw;
3. Aadminister provisions of this land use title as specifically provided in this land use
title;
4. Rrecommend subdivision regulations and amendments-to-those-regulations to the
city council-as-provided-understate-law;
5. Rrecommend approval or denial of subdivision applications-as-provided-understate
faw;
6. Aadvise the city council on matters as directed by the city council;
7. Hhear and decide conditional use permits; and
8. Eexercise any other powers necessary to enable it to perform its function.
C. Public Hearings; Reports Aand Recommendations: _For purposes of holding public
hearings, the planning commission is recognized as the Land Use Authority for South

Weber City, as defined by Utah State-Code (JCAJANN. 10-9a-103(24); 10-9a-404, 10-9a-
502, 10-9a-503, 10-9a-602, and 10-92-608, or as otherwise required. The planning
commission may hold public hearings and shall do so as required by law. It may make
reports and recommendations relating to the plan and development of the city to public
officials and agencies, other organizations and citizens. It may recommend to the-executive
or legislative officials programs for public improvements. The city council shall not hold
any public hearing for any land use ordinances, applications, or amendments unless
specifically required by} state law; or {2)}-a procedural motion approved by the city
council.

Section 2. Section Amended. Section 10.06.080 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.06.080 Special Regulations

A. Buffer Distances:

1. All extractive operations, roads, machinery, equipment and stockpiles, {excluding topsoil
used for reclamation and screening and rock crushingy, shall be kept at least ene-hundred
feet{1009 _feet horizontal distance from any other property owner, except as may be
reduced by the planning commission for due cause, but in no event should the operation be
closer than forty-five-feet-{45% to the property line.

2. All rock crushing operations shall be conducted at least feur—hundred—feet{4005 feet
horizontal distance from any other property owner, except as may be reduced by the
planning commission for due cause, but in no event shall the operation be closer than fifty
feet(504 feet to the property.

3. All excavations shall be kept at least ene-hundred-feet{1004 feet from a public road, except
where the planning commission determines the excavations may be moved closer if it will
not endanger the users of the road.

B. Fencing: Areas of excavation with serious or hazardous conditions shall be reasonably fenced,
except where in the determination of the planning commission other suitable devices may be used.

C. Grading: All grading, te—includeing specifications for slope stabilization, shall be done in
accordance with the latest reclamation plans, with the concurrence of the city engineer.

D. Air Aand Water Quality: All air and water quality related plans and actions shall be monitored and
approved by the Davis County environmental health division.

E. Hours ©of Operation: Crushing, screening and hauling, except for the maintenance and repair of
vehicles and equipment, shall be confined to the hours between six-e'clock{6:00)-A-M-: a.m. and
seven-o'cloek{7:00)-P-M- p.m., Monday through Friday, and Saturday from seven-e'clock{7:00)
AM:_a.m. to seven-o'clock(7:00)-P-M-_p.m., except for operations required to remain open for
public emergency demands as determined by the city council. Extended hours may be authorized

at the discretion of the city council. Such extension shall be accomplished through an operational
agreement.

F. Landscaping: Properties containing uses for which a natural resource excavation permit is required
shall be landscaped for purposes of screening such uses from public streets and abutting properties
not in a natural resource zone. Vegetative materials shall be planted, together with necessary topsoil
as required in SWMC 10.15.

G. Noise Aand Vibration: All equipment on site and off site utilized in the extraction and processing
of native natural resources shall be operated and maintained so as to minimize the emanation of
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noise and vibration from the premises. Soil berming, landscaping and other techniques should be
used to accomplish the objective of reducing the impact of noise and vibration on adjacent property.

. Roads: All permanent haul roads within five-hundred-feet(5004 feet of public streets and/or land

not in a natural resource zone shall be regularly surfaced with asphalt or oil, and all roadways shall
be regularly watered, swept or surfaced with a dust palliative.

Monuments: Monuments or other means of identification shall be placed and maintained around
the perimeter of the excavation site so as to enable reasonable identification of the property line
separating the excavation property from adjoining landowners.

K-J.Park Strip Landscaping: Park strip landscaping shall meet the requirements of SWMC 10.15.

Section 3. Section Amended. Section 10.07.040 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.07.040 Residential Zones

A

Application Procedures: Application for a conditional use permit shall be made by the
property owner or certified agent thereof to the planning commission. Any person seeking
a conditional use permit shall first submit a complete application to the planning
commission and pay the associated fees as stated in the eurrentadeptedconsolidated fee
schedule. An application shall be deemed complete when all documents required by the
current applicable application form and checklist, including the fee, have been submitted
to the city.

Public Notification: The applicant shall provide a list of the names and addresses of all
property owners within three—hundred—feet {3004 feet of the property on which the
conditional use is to be located. The applicant shall pay to the city sufficient postal costs
for the city to provide Wwritten notice-shal-be-given to those on the list.

\Planning\ Commission: The planning commission shall approve as presented, approve with
conditions, or deny the conditional use, or table the issue to a future date and time. No
approval shall be granted unless the planning commission is satisfied that the applicant will

meet all the conditions-as-set-forth-in-this-chapter. Upon approval, a permit shall be issued
which states the permitted conditional use and any special conditions that apply thereto.

. Application Expiration: The application shall expire six {6}-months from the date of initial

application. Upon expiration, the applicant shall be required to reapply and pay all
associated fees. The applicant may request a six-{6)---month extension due to extenuating
circumstances out of the control of the applicant.

Section 4. Section Amended. Section 10.09.050 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

10.09.050 Classification ©of Signs

The following classifications of signs shall be-deemed-te-include all signs permitted in any zone. If for
any reason the classification of any sign is not readily determinable, the classification efsuech-sign-shall
be determined by the building inspector.

Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole, projecting, temporary and window.
Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.
Maximum Number Aand Size: No maximum number, but the combined total area of all
signs shall not exceed tweo-hundred{2003} square feet.
Location: Anywhere on the property.
Maximum Height: Fwenty-Fivefeet {255 feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted
on the building; in which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum
height of structures allowed in the zone.
Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 5:
Sign Type: Business, identification, political, property, service and temporary subdivision.
Structural Type: Flat, ground, pole, projecting, roof, temporary and window.
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Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.
Maximum Number Aand Size: The maximum number and total area allowed shall be
according to the following regulations:

a. Flat Signs: There is no maximum on the number of such signs. The total area of
all such signs on the primary or main walls or facades facing the street shall be
limited to ten percent {168%)-of the wall or facade to which the sign is attached.
The total area of all such signs on secondary walls or facades shall be limited to
five percent (5%;-of the wall or facade area to which the sign is attached.

b. Ground Aand Pole Signs: One ground or pole sign per street frontage per business
is allowed with a maximum area of sbxty{60} square feet plus one {4-square foot
per five {5)-linear feet of frontage on the street to which the sign is oriented. If the
sign is on a corner lot and is placed so that it orients to both streets, then one sign
is allowed with a maximum area of ene-hundred-twenty-(1205 square feet plus two
{2)-square feet per ten (10)-linear feet onel{1) square foot per five (5) Hinear feet of
frontage on both streets. The absolute maximum area of any ground or pole sign
for a single business is three—hundred—{300} square feet except as noted in
subsection E.4.c. of this section. Where two {2}-or more businesses are located
within the same structure or in very close proximity in a commercial center type
arrangement, ground and pole signs are limited to one sign per commercial center.
That sign shall } e } Rest
commercial-center-and-shal-have a maximum area of one hundred {100)-square
feet plus ten (10)-square feet per business identified-on-the-siga-in the commercial
center with an absolute maximum area three hundred {300)-square feet, except as
noted in subsection E.4.c. of this section.

c. Pole Signs Wwithin Six-Hundred600 Feet ©of Interstate 84 ©or Highway 89: Pole
signs that are located within six-hunered{600°) feet of Interstate 84 andor Highway
89 and are oriented toward either of those highways shall be allowed a fifty-pereent
{50% increase in the sign area specified in subsection E.4.b. of this section.

d. Projecting Signs: One projecting sign per business is allowed with a maximum
area of four {4)-square feet per business.

e—Temporary Signs: There shall be no maximum number, but the total area allowed
shall be a maximum of five percent {5%})-of the area of the primary wall or facade
facing the street for each business.

de. Fime-Limit-Temporary signs may be displayed for a maximum period of sixty<
{60} days.

f.  Window Signs: Window signs shall be limited to twenty-five-percent(25%; of the
window area of the primary wall or facade of the building.

-Location: Anywhere on the property, unless otherwise noted in this chapter.

Maximum Height: Fwenby-Frvefeet {255 feet, unless it is a flat sign attached to or painted
on the building, in which case the maximum height shall be the same as the maximum
height of structures allowed in the zone, or unless the property on which the business is
located is within shxhundred{6005 feet of Interstate 84, in which case the permitted height
is ene-hundred-feet{1005 feet, or within shhunered-feet{6005 feet of Highway 89 in
which case the maximum height shall be ere-hunered-feet-{100% feet.

Signs meeting the following specifications and conditions shall constitute class 6:

Sign Type: Business, identification, political, property and service.

Structural Type: Flat, ground, projecting, temporary and window.

Lighted Type: Direct and indirect lighted.

Maximum Number Aand Size: No maximum number, but the combined total area of all
signs shall not exceed five percent {5%}-of the total area of the facade of the main public
entry side of the business. Where there are multiple businesses/uses in the same building

Plan Preparation: The subdivider shall prepare subdivision plans consistent with the
standards contained herein this title and shall pay for the design and inspection of the public
improvements required. The city shall process saidthe plans in accordance with the
regulations set forth herein this title.

Approval Prior Fto Development: Upon filing the preliminary plan application, the
subdivider shall not alter the terrain or remove any vegetation from the proposed
subdivision site or engage in any site development until he—orshe-has—ebtained-the
necessary approvals_are obtained; and a preconstruction meeting is held with the city
engineer and ether-necessaryaffected entities.

Distribution ©of Plans: The subdivider is responsible for the distribution of proposed
subdivision plans to improvement districts, special districts, utility companies and other
private and public entities for their information and comment, as directed by the city. The
subdivider shall be—responsible—te-ensure that written notices from each improvement
district, special service district, and utility company,—ete-; are forwarded to the city
affirming that proposed subdivision plans have been received,-ar¢ reviewed, and approved

by each of the-abevereguiredsuch agencies.

Referral ©of Plans: Proposed subdivisions plans shall be referred to city departments for
their review and comment.

Street Engineering Requirements: The city engineer, eity-planner, eity-fire chief, and public
works department shall make comments as to engineering requirements for street widths,
grades, alignments and flood control, whether the proposed public improvements are
consistent with this title, the adopted city standards and other applicable ordinances, and
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for the inspection and approval of all construction of public improvements. Street layout
and overall circulation shall be coordinated with the public works department, eiy-planner,
eity-fire chief, and city engineer.

3. Planning Commission: For purposes of holding public hearings, the planning commission
is recognized as the Land Use Authority for South Weber City, as defined by Utah State

land use ordinances, applications, and amendments as required by YEAUtah Code Ann.
10-9a-103, 10-9a-404, 10-9a-502, 10-9a-503, 10-9a-602, and 10-92-608, erand as
otherwise required. The planning commission may also hold additional public hearings as
deemed necessary-by-the-City. The planning commission shall act as an advisory body to
the city council- and is charged with making investigations, reports and recommendations
on proposed subdivisions as to their conformance to the general plan and land use title, and
other pertinent documents. The planning commission shall recommend approval, approval
with conditions or disapproval of the proposed subdivision plans to the city council.

4. City Attorney: The city attorney's office shall approve the form of the final plat, that it is
correct and acceptable, that the subdivider dedicating land for use of the public is the owner
of record, and that the land is free and clear of unacceptable encumbrances according to
the title report, which shall be submitted by the subdivider.

5. City Council: The city council has final jurisdiction in the approval of subdivision plans;
the establishment of requirements for, and design standards of, public improvements; and
the acceptance of lands and public improvements that may be proposed for dedication. The
city council shall not hold any public hearing for any land use ordinances, applications, or
amendments unless specifically required by:—(1} state law; or {2)-a procedural motion
approved by the city council. If required to hold a public hearing, the city council shall
provide reasonable notice of the public hearing as required by state law. If the city council
rejects or modifies a proposed subdivision, it may provide suggestions to the planning
commission for its consideration.

6. Inadvertent Approval-©fPlan: Should a subdivision plan-by-inadvertence; be approved by
inadvertence which shows on its face, or in any documents attached thereto or which are
deemed to be a part thereof, that the subdivision does not comply in one or more respects
with the requirements of this title or with the requirements of approved city standards
relating the quality, size, type, grade, distance or dimension, and no variation or exception
thereto has been approved by the city council, such plan approval shall not be deemed a
waiver of such requirements, but on the contrary such requirements shall remain in full
force and effect and shall be enforced by the building inspector. Any discrepancy between
the preliminary plan; as approved; and the final plan which may not be noticed in inspection
of the final plan and which is not approved by the city engineer and planning commission,
shall be the responsibility of the subdivider. and aApproval of the final plan in such case
shall not be deemed a waiver of the requirements of this title or any city standards or

specifications-approved-in-connection-herewith,

Section 6. Section Amended. Section 11.06.030 of the South Weber City Code is hereby
amended to read as follows:

11.06.030 Findings and Purpose

A. There is a need for public facilities for new development which have not been constructed
and are required to be consistent with the city's general plan and to protect the public's
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health, safety and welfare. All required notices have been given and made and public
hearings conducted as required by the Impact Fees Act with respect to the Impact Fee
Facilities Plans, the Impact Fee Analyses, and this #mpact—Fee—Ordinance—{this
“Ordinanee)chapter.

B. Growth and development activities in South Weber City will create additional demands on

its infrastructure. The facility improvement requirements which are analyzed in the Impact
Fee Facilities Plans and the Impact Fee Analyses, which includes the Weber Basin Water
Conservancy District’s Treated Water Impact Fee, are the direct result of the additional
facility needs caused by anticipated future development activities. The persons responsible
for growth and development activities should pay a proportionate share of the costs of the
facilities needed to serve the growth and development activity. Impact fees are necessary
to achieve an equitable allocation to the costs borne in the past and to be borne in the future,
in comparison with the benefits already received and yet to be received.

D-C. Inenacting and approving the Impact Fee Analyses and this Ordinancechapter, the

city €council has taken into consideration, and in certain situations will consider on a case-
by-case basis in the future, the future capital facilities and needs of South Weber City, the
capital financial needs of South Weber City which are the result of South Weber City’s
future facilities’ needs, the distribution of the burden of costs to different properties within
South Weber City based on the use of culinary water facilities of South Weber City by such
properties, the financial contribution of those properties and other properties similarly
situated in South Weber City at the time of computation of the required fee and prior to the
enactment of this Ordinanecechapter, all revenue sources available to South Weber City,
and the impact on future facilities that will be required by growth and new development
activities in South Weber City. The provisions of this Ordinancechapter shall be liberally
construed in-erder-to carry out the purpose and intent of the city Scouncil in establishing
the impact fee program.

Section 7. General Repealer. Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent

of such conflict.

Section 8. Severability Clause: If any part or provision of this Ordinance is held invalid or
unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other portion of this
Ordinance and all provisions, clauses and words of this Ordinance shall be severable.

Section 9. Effective Date. The City Council of South Weber City, State of Utah, has determined
that the public health, safety and welfare requires that this ordinance take effect immediately.
Therefore, this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage and publication as

required by law.

ORDINANCE 19-09

AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTH WEBER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING
SOUTH WEBER CITY CODE SECTION 10.5H.5, CONDITIONAL USES,
ADDING A PROVISION FOR AMUSEMENT AND RECREATION ACTIVITIES TO
HIGHWAY-COMMERCIAL ZONING DISTRICTS,

AND MAKING TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS THERETO

WHEREAS, the South Weber City Council has a responsibility to preserve and protect the
health, safety and welfare of its inhabitants; and

WHEREAS, the planning commission has held a public hearing on the issue of adding
amusement and recreation activities on properties over one acre as a conditional use to Highway-
Commercial (C-H) zoning districts and recommends to the city council that the same should be
done; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds and determines that an ordinance amendment to allow amusement
and recreation activities on properties over one acre in size as a conditional use in C-H zoning
districts will provide for the health and welfare of its citizens in an organized and safe manner;
and

WHEREAS, there are other technical amendments that should be made to section 10.5H.5 for
clarification purposes;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of South Weber City, State of
Utah:

Section 1. Section Amended. Section 10.5H.5 of the South Weber City Code is hereby amended
to read:

10.5H.5 Conditional Uses

The following uses are allowed as conditional uses in Highway-Commercial (C-H) zoning districts
provided they are located on more than one acre in site area:

A. amusement and recreation activities;

B. electronic communications facilities;

C. excavations of over 200 cubic yards, as allowed by SWMC 10.06.020;
D. small wind energy systems; and

E. temporary businesses not to exceed 90 days in length.

Section 2. General Repealer. Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 3. Effective Date. The City Council of South Weber City, State of Utah, has determined
that the public health, safety and welfare requires that this ordinance take effect immediately.
Therefore, this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage and publication as
required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTH WEBER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING
SOUTH WEBER CITY CODE SECTION 10.5H.5, CONDITIONAL USES,
ADDING A PROVISION FOR AMUSEMENT AND RECREATION ACTIVITIES TO
HIGHWAY-COMMERCIAL ZONING DISTRICTS,

AND MAKING TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS THERETO

WHEREAS, the South Weber City Council has a responsibility to preserve and protect the
health, safety and welfare of its inhabitants; and

WHEREAS, the planning commission has held a public hearing on the issue of adding
amusement and recreation activities on properties over one acre as a conditional use to Highway-

INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT
FOR MUNICIPAL ELECTION SERVICES

This Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Municipal Election Services is made and
entered into by and between DAVIS COUNTY, a body corporate and politic of the state of Utah,
hereinafter referred to as “County,” and SOUTH WEBER CITY, a municipal corporation of the
state of Utah, hereinafter referred to as “City.” County and City may be referred to collectively as
the “Parties” herein or individually as a “Party” herein.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 20A-1-201.5 and 20A-1-202, Utah Code Ann. (1953) as
amended, City is authorized and required to hold municipal elections in each odd-numbered year;

WHEREAS, County has equipment and resources needed to carry out an election and is
willing to make available the resources and equipment to assist City in holding its municipal
primary and general elections in 2019 upon the following terms and conditions; and

WHEREAS, the Parties are authorized by the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act as set forth
in Title 11, Chapter 13 (the “Act”), and Section 20A-5-400.1 of the Utah Code Ann. (1953) as
amended, to enter into this Agreement.

NOW, based upon the foregoing and in consideration of the mutual terms and conditions
set forth hereafter, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1. County agrees to provide to City, if needed for the primary election in August 2019, and if
needed for the general election in November 2019, the following:

1.1. Test, program, assemble and make available to City voting machines and poll
supplies;
1.2. Provide for delivery and retrieval of voting equipment;
1.3. Polling location management, which includes, but is not necessarily limited to
making arrangements for use, ADA compliance survey and contact information;
1.4. Absentee and By-Mail ballot processing, which includes mailing, receiving,
signature verification and tabulation;
1.5. Provide electronic ballot files for Optical Scan Ballots printing;
1.6. Provide Information System assistance, which includes, but is not necessarily limited
to, election programming, tabulation, programmers and technicians;
1.7. Canvass reports;
1.8. Electronic tabulation results transmitted to the Office of the Lieutenant Governor;
1.9. Provide personnel and technical assistance throughout the election process and
equipment and/or supplies required specifically for voting;
10. Recruit poll workers; provide training, scheduling, supplies and compensation;
11. Publish legal notices, which include, polling locations, sample ballots public
demonstration and election results;
1.12. Provide preparation and personnel for the public demonstration of the tabulation
equipment;
13. If required, in cooperation with the City, conduct an election audit; and
14. Store all election returns for the required twenty-two (22) months.



2. City agrees to do the following:

2.1. Provide the Recorder or other designated officer to act as the election officer and
assume all duties and responsibilities as outlined by law;

2.2.  Enter into a polling location Hold Harmless Agreement, if needed;

2.3. Perform Declaration of Candidacy filing;

2.4. Provide County with ballot information, which includes, but is not necessarily
limited to, races, candidates and ballot issues;

2.5. Approve the election plan, which includes, but is not necessarily limited to, accuracy
of polling location and precinct assignments, voter turnout percentages, paper ballot
quantities, voting machine quantities and poll worker assignments;

2.6. Perform City’s legislative body poll worker approval;

2.7. Proof and approve the accuracy of the printed and audio of ballot formats;

2.8. Arrange and conduct election canvass;

2.9. Prepare candidate certificates;

2.10. Perform all other election related duties and responsibilities not outlined in this
Agreement but required by law; and

2.11. Pay County repair or replacement costs for damaged voting equipment, which occurs
at the polling locations, beyond the normal wear and tear.

3. The Parties each agree to conduct the election according to the statutes, rules, Executive
Orders, and Policies of the Lieutenant Governor as the Chief Elections Officer of the state.

4. City agrees to pay County the costs for providing the election equipment, services and
supplies in accordance with the election costs schedule, attached hereto, incorporated
herein, and made a part hereof as Exhibit "A". The payment by City to County under this
Agreement shall be made within thirty (30) days of City receiving an invoice prepared by
County relating to this Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated early by either Party,
pursuant to the provisions of Section 7 below, City shall pay County for all services
rendered by County under this Agreement prior to the date that this Agreement is
terminated.

5. The Effective Date of this Agreement shall be on the earliest date after this Agreement
satisfies the requirements of the Act (the “Effective Date”).

6. This Agreement shall continue in effect until 30 days after the 2019 elections or upon
invoicing, whichever occurs later, unless extended or terminated earlier by the Parties.

7. This Agreement may be terminated by any of the following actions:

7.1.  The mutual written agreement of the Parties;

7.2. By either Party after any material breach of this Agreement;

7.3. By either Party, with or without cause, 30 days after the terminating Party mails a
written notice to terminate this Agreement to the other Party; or

7.4. As otherwise set forth in this Agreement or as permitted by law, ordinance, rule,
regulation, or otherwise.

NOTWITHSTANDING ANYTHING TO THE CONTRARY IN THIS AGREEMENT,
THIS AGREEMENT IS SUBJECT TO ANNUAL APPROPRIATIONS BY THE

The Parties acknowledge, understand, and agree that, for the duration of this Agreement,
the Parties are fully and solely responsible for their own actions, activities, and/or business
sponsored or conducted.

A waiver or modification of any of the provisions of this
Agreement or of any breach thereof shall not constitute a waiver or modification of any
other provision or breach, whether or not similar, and any such waiver or modification shall
not constitute a continuing waiver. The rights of and available to each of the Parties under
this Agreement cannot be waived or released verbally, and may be waived or released only
by an instrument in writing, signed by the Party whose rights will be diminished or
adversely affected by the waiver.

This Agreement is binding upon the Parties and their officers, directors, employees, agents,
representatives and to all persons or entities claiming by, through or under them. This
Agreement, including all attachments, if any, constitutes and/or represents the entire
agreement and understanding between the Parties with respect to the subject matter herein.
There are no other written or oral agreements, understandings, or promises between the
Parties that are not set forth herein.

The Parties irrevocably agree that the courts located in Davis County,
State of Utah (or Salt Lake City, State of Utah, for claims that may only be litigated or
resolved in the federal courts) shall have exclusive jurisdiction and be the exclusive venue
with respect to any suit, action, proceeding, matter, dispute, and/or claim arising out of, in
connection with, or relating to this Agreement, or its formation or validity. The Parties
irrevocably submit to the exclusive jurisdiction and exclusive venue of the courts located
in the State of Utah as set forth directly above. Anyone who unsuccessfully challenges the
enforceability of this clause shall reimburse the prevailing Party for its attorneys’ fees, and
the Party prevailing in any such dispute shall be awarded its attorneys' fees.

If any part or provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid, prohibited, or
unenforceable in any jurisdiction, such part or provision of this Agreement shall, as to such
jurisdiction only, be inoperative, null and void to the extent of such invalidity, prohibition,
or unenforceability without invalidating the remaining parts or provisions hereof, and any
such invalidity, prohibition, or unenforceability in any jurisdiction shall not invalidate or
render inoperative, null or void such part or provision in any other jurisdiction. Those parts
or provisions of this Agreement, which are not invalid, prohibited, or unenforceable, shall
remain in full force and effect.

The rights and remedies of the Parties under this Agreement shall be construed
cumulatively, and none of the rights and/or remedies under this Agreement shall be
exclusive of, or in lieu or limitation of, any other right, remedy or priority allowed by law,
unless specifically set forth herein.

This Agreement is entered into by the Parties for the exclusive benefit of the Parties and
their respective successors, assigns and affiliated persons referred to herein. Except and
only to the extent provided by applicable statute, no creditor or other third party shall have
any rights or interests or receive any benefits under this Agreement. Notwithstanding
anything herein to the contrary, County is expressly authorized by City to enter into similar
agreements with any or all of the other cities, or other governmental or quasi-governmental
entities, located within Davis County.

Objective: Decide what to do with the Civic Building

Background: The old Civic Building, which sits in front of the Fire Station on 1375 East, was
originally used as City Hall. It currently stores the fire department’s personal protection
equipment (PPE), which by NFP standard must be stored separate from living quarters and the
bays. The building has been a topic of discussion for years about whether it is “worth it” to keep
the building, seeing as it’s in disrepair and only used for storage. Tonight’s discussion is another
attempt to determine the future use of that building and/or site.

In the end, the City either keeps the building or demolishes it and uses the land for something
else. Some general considerations:
Option #1 — Keep the Building
- Continue to use as fire department storage
- Immediate repairs needed: new roof (appx $8,000) & back doors (appx $4,000)
- Future maintenance costs continue to increase
Option #2 — Demolish
- Demo ourselves (appx $600 dumpster)
- New storage facility (56,000 to $15,000 depending on type of shed)
- Future use
o Parking lot (appx $44,000)
o Open landscaping
