License!

Business License Renewal forms have already
been mailed out, so please keep an eye out
for your renewal form in the mail and get that
signed and returned back to us with your pay-
ment as soon as possible. All renewals are
due back by December 31, 2020 and are con-
sidered late after that date! Please be aware
that a 50% penalty will be assessed to the
license fee for all license renewals that have
not been paid by January 31, 2021, and a
100% penalty will be assessed to the fee for
any business license renewal which is not
paid by February 28, 2021.

If you have any questions or need to schedule
your fire inspection, please contact Kimberli
Guill at kguill@southwebercity.com or call her
at 801-479-3177 ext. 2205. Fire Inspection
slots fill up fast during the holiday season, so
please do not wait until the last minute to call
and get those scheduled.
